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Promotion of Practical Manual on Eco-system based River Restoration

The promotion of the “River Restoration Manual” will take place on Wednesday, 29 September 2010, at the
premises of the Faculty of Civil Engineering, as of 11:00 hrs. The authors of this manual are renowned
professors from the Skopje Faculty of Civil Engineering and the Biology Institute. This manual is being
published by the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP).

This publication is first of this kind, not only in the country, but also in the wider region, elaborating on the
latest world trends and approaches in river ecosystems management. It offers practical solutions for
preservation of the natural values and qualities of the rivers, while also ensuring best use of their economic
potentials.

Rivers are an integral part of our culture and economy, but the experience in managing these important
resources has shown that much more can be done better. Worldwide many rivers are being degraded by men,
through construction of dams, diversion of rivers, destruction of vegetation (and livelihoods) as well as
introduction of pollutants from various sources. Many of the problems caused by rivers, such as floods and loss
of wildlife, can be attributed to the inadequate river management practices, including uncontrolled
urbanizations of their watersheds, irrigation projects, etc. Finding optimal balanced solutions will ensure both
long-term preservation of the rivers and use of the many resources.

While relying of the world achievements in this area, the recommendations of the manual are also based on the
experience achieved from the implementation of such projects in the Prespa region, in the frames of the
financial support provided by the Global Environment Facility (GEF) and the Swiss Development Agency (SDC).

Having in mind the degree of degradation of the river ecosystems in the country, but also in the world, this type
of publication could make a significant contribution in defining and implementing measures which will
contribute to the long-term improvement of rivers’ environmental status. Additionally, the manual has for
purpose to assist the responsible institutions in meeting the requirements in the area of environment, as per
the newly introduced European regulation for water management, thus further contributing to the country’s
EU accession efforts.

The manual will be of use for all relevant institutions that are responsible for planning and implementing
projects in the area of river basin and water resources management, professionals from the area of river
engineering and students from the Faculty of civil engineering and other faculties who are doing research on
river restoration and river management topics.
